Human rights criteria
Human rights are based on four fundamental concepts:

• Universality: all human beings are born free and equal in dignity and rights.

• Indivisibility: all human rights are interdependent and equally important.

• Interdependence: the realisation of one right often depends on the realisation of 

other rights.

• Equality: all individuals are entitled to equal treatment and opportunities without 

discrimination.
